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(A) What is Rotary?

Rotary is a non-profit organization, a 501(c)(4), founded in Chicago by
lawyer Paul Harris on Feb. 23, 1905. Originally, there were 4 menmliees
word “Rotary” conveyed the original plan of the members to meetdiation” at their
various places of business.
