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 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Ted Hong: Ted was born on O`ahu and raised in Wahiawa. His fist job was picking pineapple. He received his B.A. from the University of Hawai`i at Manoa, in Political Science, and his law degree from the UH Manoa School of Law. He and his wife Terri  were married in 1988, and they moved to Hilo in 1990.  Daughter Katharine (9) and son Noah (7) were born in Hilo. Ted provides individualized legal services in the rapidly changing area of Employment and Workplace law.  He is an experienced litigator with real-world experience as lead counsel in more than twenty (20) jury trials in State and Federal Court and lead counsel in over twenty (20) arbitrations and mediations.  He has argued appeals before the appellate courts of the State of Hawai`i, as well as the Ninth Circuit Court of Appeals. Ted recently served in Governor Linda Lingle’s administration as Chief Negotiator for the State of Hawai`i, and helped negotiate all contracts for state and county workers.  Governor Lingle appointed Ted to the interim position of Regent of the University of Hawai`i; that duty ended in May, 2004. Ted has been an invited speaker at several seminars dealing with issues such as Violence in the Workplace; for example, the University of Hawai`i at Hilo’s “Start Up: The Hawai`i Entrepreneurs Bootcamp,” (11/08/2002); he was featured speaker at the “Supervisor’s and Management’s Challenge with Discipline and Termination,” sponsored by the County of Hawai`i on Nov. 13, 2002.
Don Holland: Banking has been a big part of life for Don - he has been in the banking occupation for the past 30 years.  “I started in collections and repossessions when I first started working at a bank,” said Don.  Now he is the City Bank Business Banking Officer and has been for over four years. It all started for him in New Market, Iowa, where he was born, raised on a 40-acre farm, and graduated from high school.  After Iowa, it was three years in the U.S. Navy where he served as a Yeoman.  “I was the guy that cut the assignment orders for Navy personnel,” he smiled.  From then on (with the exception of a short stint as a Black Jack dealer in Las Vegas), he was involved in banking, working with Bank of America, Bank of Hawai`i, Citizens Security Bank and City Bank.  Working with these banks took him to places in the Pacific and to Hawai`i. This might explain why Don and wife Dina enjoy water sports, especially scuba diving.  They have dived in wrecks off Truk, Palau, and other places.  Dina is also an artist and loves to paint landscapes and seascapes.  She teaches art, and works for the Big Island Contractors Association. In his travels, Don was a member of the Rotary Club of Tonapah (Nevada) and the Rotary Club of Tumon Bay (Guam).
